From the 24th to 26th of November the  Instituto de Saúde Coletiva Universidade Federal da Baiha  will organise the Kick off Meeting of the project “Health for all in Latin America”. 

The project will last three years, it is funded by the European Union and will be managed by Fondazione Angelo Celli, Perugia (Italia) in partnership with eleven european and latin-american organisations. 
The goal of the HEALTH for ALL in LA Project is improving the quality of care provided to citizens, especially in peripheral areas, by increasing the problem solution capability of Family Care Teams, initially in the regions where the demonstration takes place, and subsequently in whole territory of the participating countries. The ultimate goal however is extending the service to other Latin America countries wherever local conditions allow to do so.

To achieve this goal, during the lifecycle of the Demonstration Project, HEALTH for ALL in LA will implement and operate eLearning services aimed at the Continuous Professional Development of Family Care Teams in three demonstration sites: Brazil (State of Bahia), in Chile (Region of Santiago) and Bolivia (District of Potosì). These eLearning services will be compatible with the level of communication networks available in the field, learner-centred and aim to be economically sustainable beyond the end of the EU co-funding.

The kick off meeting in Bahia is the first step of the foreseen activities with the aim to define the work agenda of the project and to coordinate the struggles of each partner.
